As you most likely have read, the new trailer is at the

trailer court and has been set on concrete posts,

entrance and exit doors have been placed, ramps and
, concrete are being installed and we are waiting on the
weather to cooperate more fully so we can get the
inside worked on with a bathroom, kitchen sink,
stainless steel tables, shelves and storage areas arranged. Lots of items to complete, but most
objectives are going along well. We will plan on an Open House when things are done so you
have a chance to view the facility. Thanks to all who donated their time, money and talents to
work on this mission outreach. Currently, food boxes are packed at the church, loaded into trailers
and taken to East Lawn trailer court for distribution in the large parking area by the mailboxes.

Donations for this particular project are still welcome as this is an outreach mission of the church
and is financed through donations and grants. If you would like to donate to this mission, please
note that on your contribution so the funds can be allocated into the proper account.

Thank You to all those volunteers that pick food items up from the grocery stores in Kearney and
transport it to the church location, volunteers that sort the food items and place it on the shelves,
volunteers that work each day the pantry is open to pack boxes, those that work on the off days
repacking meat items or other large packaged items into smaller packages for distribution, and
cleaning the church area where the pantry is currently housed.

Outreach to families has been increasing with 480 families being helped each month and with
repeat visits, 1200 to 1300 families have visited the pantry each month. Number of individuals
are around 1400. All of this because of a little trailer that started in 2012 as a new Mission’s
project.

As was mentioned earlier in the year, we are keeping track of volunteer hours. February showed
over 800 hours of time volunteered towards the operation of the pantry that we are aware of. | am
sure that more hours are out there which are unaccounted for. There was some 200 hours of
volunteer time in making the changes for the new trailer. Thank You All'! Remember that this is
your mission and if you can furnish your time once a month, it would be great. Due to the virus,
all volunteers at the pantry have their temperature taken when they come to volunteer and are also
required to wear masks. Most volunteers have had their first COVID shot and that is a step in the
right direction. Congrats to you!

The Guards’ Report

[TWhile the women were on their way, some of the guards went into the city and reported to
the chief priests everything that had happened. I2When the chief priests had met with the
elders and devised a plan, they gave the soldiers a large sum of money, 13telling them, “You
are to say, ‘His disciples came during the night and stole him away while we were asleep.” I4If
this report gets to the governor, we will satisfy him and keep you out of trouble.” 15So the
soldiers took the money and did as they were instructed.
